DAY 1 - SATURDAY DUBROVNIK — KOREULA

EMBARKATION IN DUBROVNIK FROM 09:00AM UNTIL 01:00PM

Once you are on board the adventure can start. During a welcome drink, Captain's
orders and safety mesures will be explained to you. Moreover, you will be
introduced to the Captain, members of the staff and your tour guide. While sailing
off to Koréula island you can start to mingle with your new fellow mates. The
arrival in Koréula town is in late afternoon hours.

Koréula is a small town situated on the north-cast end of Koréula island. The old
medieval part of the town was built on a small oval peninsula. Today the town
has about 3,000 inhabitants. A local legend says that a great merchant traveler
Marco Polo was born in Koréula town (but do not argue with locals on this paint).
The town centre is dominated by the splendid Cathedral of St. Mark.

Upon your arrival to Koréula, a local guide will introduce you to historical town,
architecture and stories of Koréula town.

DAY 2 - SUNDAY KOREULA - OREBIE - POVLJA BAY - PUEISEA

Departure for a spetacular trip between PeljeSac peninsula, Hvar island and
Makarska riviera to the island of Brag. After breakfast we will make a short stop
on PeljeSac peninsula, in Orebiz town, situated on the opposite side of Koréula
town. Our visit will include Maritime Museum of Orebiz, due to the fact that town
is known as a birth place of many Croatian Captains. We will continue our journey
towards Puéiza with a stop for a refreshing swim in Povlja bay. PuéiSea is the
island's biggest village and it is settled on the north side of the island of Braé.
Authentic Mediterranean architecture, rustic ambiance, village location inside

a deep fiord; shiny and white stone facades rising amphitheatrically uphill the
hummocks, make this place so unique and worth seeing.

PugiSea carries the mark of a stone. It was built on the stone, and the majority

of the inhabitants live from it. The three nearby quarries of Punta, Veselje, and
Kupinovo have produced a stone that has been used to build limestone columns of
the White House in Washington DC, Parliament house in Vienna and many other
famous huildings all over the world. Love for stone continues until nowadays.
Stonemasonry school in PugiSza, one of the oldest in the world, founded in 1906,
supports the skills of an authentic roman stone dressing, that makes it unique in
the world. By listening, respecting and loving the stone, students create pieces of
work that one is be able to see in their workshop.

DAY 3 - MONDAY PUEISEA - OMIS - SPLIT

After few days of island cruising, we will stop in mainland towns. In the moming
hours, we will arrive in Omi3, a pirate town where you can join us for a stunning
river boat ride on Cetina river, a river that flows into Adriatic. After short OmiS
town tour, Cetina hoat excursion will take place from Omig 6 km up the river to
the picknic area of Radman mills where your host will welcome you with a drink
and local snacks. Enjoy the food, nature and a hoat ride around an impressive
Cetina Canyon surronded by mountains.

In late afternoon hours we will arrive in Split where a town tour led by a local
guide will start.

Split is the second largest urban centre in Croatia and the centre of Split Dalma:
tian County. It is traditionally considered to be over 1,700 years old. Since 1979
the historic centre of Split has been inscribed on UNESCO World Heritage List. It is
the economic, administrative, educational, sport and tourist centre of Dalmatia.
Many of Split’s historical and cultural buildings can be found within the walls of
Diocletian’s Palace. In addition, numerous museums, the National Theatre, old
churches and other archeological sites in Split region make this city an important
cultural attraction.

DAY 4 - TUESDAY SPLIT - BOL (BRAE ISLAND) - HVAR

Back on island hopping. In early hours, before leaving Split, you will be given
a unique opportunity to accompany the boat Chef to the fish market to pick up
ingrediens and fresh fish for a daily meal.

The itinerary includes stop for swimming on the island of Brag. You will visit Bol,
the most famous sandy beach in Croatia situated on the opposite side of PuéiSea
town. In Bol you can join us for a few glasses of good quality wine in awarded
winery Jako vino. Moreover, you will be offered with tasteful canapé hites made of
olives, anchovies and cheese. You will be introduced to wine production in Croatia
and on Dalmatian islands. After lunch we will continue sailing towards the sunniest
island in Croatia — the island of Hvar.

Hvar is a unique fusion of luxurious Mediterranean nature, rich culture and
historical heritage. Its name derives from the Greek name Pharos, today's Stari
Grad (Old Town). Hvar became the island’s centre in the 13" century. The island
gained glory and power during Middle Ages by being an important port within the
Venetian naval empire. Today, it is the centre of the island’s tourism and one of
the favourite destinations in Dalmatian Riviera.

Upon your arrival to Hvar, a local guide and a producer of aromatical oils will make
a short lavender oil presentation and walk you throughout the city introducing you
to history, culture and way of life on this island.

DAY 5 - WEDNESDAY HVAR - GRADINA BAY - VELA LUKA
(KOREULA ISLAND)

Wednesday is reserved for swimming. Before our arrival to Vela Luka (Big Port) we
will stop for swimming and relaxation in a heautiful Gradina bay near the town of
Vela Luka. Arrival in Viela Luka town will be in the afternoon hours.

On the western part of Koréula island you will find Vela Luka town that is situated
in a deep and large bay, surrounded by many coves. Shores are covered with
vineyards, olive trees, figs and pine trees that gently slope into the sea. Vela

Luka is the second largest town on the Adriatic islands. It is a safe anchorage and
harbour for boaters. Vela Luka is also famous for olive oil production where almost
every inhabitant produces extra-virgin olive oil.

In late afternoon, upon your arrival, the custodian of Vela Luka's town museum

will introduce you to a prehistoric life in this area by showing you findings of Vela
Spila (Big Cave) considerd to be one of the oldest in this part of Mediterranean.

After dinner you will in enjoy gala evening with live music.

DAY 6 - THURSDAY VELA LUKA - BLATO - SMOKVICA -
POMENA (MLIJET ISLAND)

On Thursday you can expect a busy morning. After breakfast you will have a coach
tour through the inland part of the island. First we will make a stop in Zlokiz olive
oil factory for tasting olive oil and homemade products. After the tour we will
proceed to Blato town to visit Barilo ethno museum. Folk museum & ethno house
Barilo treasure a collection of variety of artefacts and objects from peasant life

on island's villages. Visit includes tasting of local liquers and traditional sweets.
Before leaving solid ground we will make a stop in Smokvica town for a walk or

a drink and than the boat will pick you up from Brna bay in order to sail again
towards the island of Mljet. In case of bad weather, the embarkation will be on
the northen part of the island in Prigradica bay.

On the northwestern part of the Mljet island you can find National Park founded
on 11.11.1960 as the oldest National Park in Croatia. This part is well known in the
whole world thanks to its natural wonders such as Small and Big Lake. There is a
monastery and St. Mary’s Church built in the 12 century by the Benedictines from
Monte Gargano, Italy in the middle of the Big Lake. The church has changed its
appearance trough times under different cultural changes, from the Renaissance
to Baroque. However, the central part remained Romanic.

DAY 7 - FRIDAY POMENA - LOPUD ISLAND - DUBROVNIK

A magnificent trip along the shores of Elaphiti islands consisting of serveral islands
northwestern of Dubrovnik. In Dubrovnik you will have an organized town tour,
but hefore arrival in Dubrovnik we will make a stop on Lopud island, famous

for having one of the best beaches in Dubrovnik region. There you can take a
swim, wonder around or simply enjoy a delightful scenery on the last day of your
Croatian cruise adventure. Arrival in Dubrovnik in the afternoon.

Dubrovnik is one of the most beautiful cities on the Croatian coast. In the middle
ages the Republic of Dubrovnik was an important rival to Venice. Many buildings
in the OId city centre testify of this glorious past and of the Venetian influence.
Today, Dubrovnik is also a very lively city, with many things to do, both during

the day and night. The coast nearby offers all sorts of activities and the town has
many restaurants, bars and nightclubs. Dubrovnik is the city rich in culture and his-
tory, and for that reason, it is inscribed on UNESCO World Heritage List. Dubrovnik
has a rich cultural life that includes Dubrovnik theatre, several cinemas as well as
Dubrovnik Film Festival and Dubrovnik Summer Festival that are held every year in
July and August.

STANDARD EXCURSION PACKAGE (35ELR):
1. KOREULA TOWN TOUR

This tour, led by an expert guide will introduce you to different times. Through
stories and picturesque appearance of the old town you will learn how local people
used to live and build. You will be familiar with historical circumstances and
difficulties of Koréula town also considered to be the birth place of Marco Polo.

This tour includes a walk through the old part of Koréula town whose long history
and tradition are evident at every step. Whilst walking through the old town
surrounded by walls and four towers from the 15th century, you will see cultural
and historical monuments and many other buildings and palaces built in the
Gothic and Venetian style. Moreover, you will discover how people live today

in modern Korcula town which is found breathtaking by many visitors. For that
reason they return to its walls again and again.

Our expert guide will inform you about the life of an adventurer and a Venetian
merchant Marco Polo, who used to write about the wonders of travelling,
languages and customs he encountered whilst trading in the Middle East.

2. MARITIME MUSEUM OF OREBIE

Excursion to the Maritime Museum of Orebiz is a great opportunity to learn
more about the sea, ships and the maritime equipment. You will have a
professional tour through the most important and attractive exhibitions in
the museum itself. Maritime Museum of Orehiz is one of the most important
maritime museums in Croatia, due to the fact that town is known as a birth
place of many Croatian Captains.

Various historical artifacts of local Orebiz's and PeljeSac history are displayed
there; traces of history of navigation in Dubrovnik with ship models, maritime
objects and paintings. Museum contains paintings of old sailing ships owned by
many Orebiz families, ships on voyages and in a combat with pirates in the period
from 17th to the end of the 19th century. Moreover, there are displays of tools,
weapons, atlas, nautical books, travel documents, ship's pharmacy, medals etc.

3. PUEISEA STONEMASONRY SCHOOL

Stonemasonry School in PugiSa is a rare high school institution that preserves
this kind of craft in the world. On this tour with an expert guide, you will be
told why this school and Bra stone are so unique and worthy of attention,
why Braé stone has such a long tradition and history and why it is known
outsice the Mediterranean and Croatian borders. In addition to the lectures,
you will visit the workshop and the exhibition of students’ sculptures.

Soft and pliable for processing, but also tough and resilient, Brag stone has been
used for centuries as a hasis for carving and architecture in this region. Starting
from Diocletian's Palace in Split, through the Roman Salona, the Cathedral, the
Vienna parliament to the White House In Washington, Bra stone has become
popular beyond Croatia boarders and the Mediterranean. Therefore, it is not
surprising that precisely in PugiSza from 1906 the stonemason school has been
opened, a place where, for almost hundred years, students are taught how to
carve the white sediment, using the traditional toothed tools borrowed and
inherited from the Roman times. In addition to school in PuéiSza, there are only
two stonemasonry schools across Eurape: one in London and one in northern Italy.

4. OMIS TOWN TOUR

This short excursion will discover you a rich history and tradition that lies
hehind small town and harbor, situated between Split and Makarska, on
the mouth of the river of Cetina river. Look at the impressive surrounding
fortresses on the mountains will have a new, in depth meaning after
interpretation given from your guide.

Throughout history, Omi§ had been famous pirate nest, and the Omis pirates were
among the most dangerous ones in the entire Mediterranean. Even Venetian fleet
needed to pay tax to pass this area. Today, Omis is the center of tourist Riviera
and of the Croatian active tourism, with an outstanding beauty. Omi$ is known

by Klape Festival (Festival of the Dalmatian a capella singing groups) that is a
unique presentation of Croatian tradition and originality. The Pirate nights are
often organized and represent ancient pirate hattles, accompanied by the realistic
presentations of the lost times.




5. SPLIT TOWN TOUR

This excursion led by an expert guide includes walking through the historic
centre of Split and Diocletian's Palace. The historic core and incredibly well-
preserved ruins of the imperial palace were among the first to inscribe on
UNESCO World Heritage List in 1979.

This trip will take you through Split, a Mediiterranean city, a crossroad of maritime
routes and rich cultural and monumental history. Tourist ?uide will introduce you
to a traditional way of life in Diocletian's Palace and the life in the city itself
including its well preserved ruins that today form the city’s core, the center of

all major events and everyday life of its inhabitants. Most probably this kind of
Imperial Palace was built from 298. until 305. A.D. and it is one of the most
significant original structures of the late ancient architecture mostly due to its
preservation. Later on, this Palace contributed to the broadening of the city itself
because it evolved on its walls. Unique substructure halls have been explored
more and more each year and they are more open to the public. Finally, you will
indulge your senses in Mediterranean and sub-tropical vegetation of palm trees
and agaves.

6. SPLIT FISH MARKET TOUR

Visit to Split fish market accompanied by our boat Chef is an opportunity you do
not want to miss. Early morning visit to fish market is a ritual for the majority
of Split’s citizens. Once they finish buying the fish it is normal to join their
friends for a cup of coffee in the old town. Feel free to experience this special
feeling and participate in your daily menu.

Fish market or PeSkarija (form Italian word: pescare - to fish) is situated next to the
promenade and it is opened from 06:00AM offering fresh fish. The most popular
fishes are picarels, si)rats, sardines and anchovies. Of course you can also find big
catches there as well; tuna fish, tooth fish or amberjack. The tradition is to take

a short walk around tables full of fresh fish, while chatting with fish sellers and
asking them where they have caught the fish and trying to bargain about the price.

7. HVAR LAVENDER PRESENTATION

Before stepping on the Island of Hvar, you will be introduced to the most

particular symbol of Hvar - a lavender plant. Your town ?uide, also a lavender
producer, will come on board to make a presentation on lavender plant as a

curative, therapeutic, aromatic and most peculiar herb firstly introduced to the
local farmers on the Island of Hvar and then more widely spread over other
parts of coastal Croatia.

Your_Puide will introduce you to the agriculture on the island and give you more
details about growth, production and use of the lavender. You will also have a
possibility to purchase some of the products directly on board. In any case your
senses will be fulfilled by the enchanting aroma of lavender.

8. HVAR TOWN TOUR

By taking this trip led by an expert quide, you will have the opportunity to
discover the historical and cultural richness of the sunniest town in Croatia.
Your guide will introduce you not just to the history but also to the present
situation-what people do in Hvar for a living, advantages and disadvantages of
life on the island and many other things.

Walking through promenade, main square and local alleys you will have an insight
into most interesting town monuments: Arsenal building from the 17 century,

the oldest communal theatre from 1612, St Stephen’ cathedral and Benedictine
convent where local nuns produce lace made of agave plant. The lace has been
inscribed on UNESCO World Heritage List as a unique example of manual labour
made without template of specially prepared agave fibre. Furthermore, in the year
2012 Hvar's communal theatre will be opened again (after long reconstruction
works), s you will have an opportunity to see how life on stage looked like in
those times.

9. VELA LUKA TOWN MUSEUM (ARCHEOLOGICAL
COLLECTION)

Take this great archaeological adventure and visit an interesting collection of
one of the most important prehistoric sites in Europe! Did you know that the
area of Vela Luka was continuosly inhabited since the early Stone Age, more
precisely about 20 000 years B.C? Archaeological findings dating from this
period classify Vela Spila cave as the most important archaeological site in the
Mediterranean definitely worth of visiting.

You will take a look at the archaeological findings of the highest importance:
hundreds of pottery fragments, entire vessels and other objects found in Vela Spila
cave. These fragments contain read printed pages of cultural, social, Spiritual and
economic relations of the inhabitants of Vela Spila with immediate or distant parts
of the Adriatic sea and the Mediterranean area. The museum representative will
introduce you to the prehistoric period through interesting stories, maﬁs and items,
some of which are still usable. Moreover, you will discover how these knives,
stones or bones were used. Whilst studying the remains of a family, you will take
an insight into cultural and family life of our ancient ancestors.




10. DUBROVNIK TOWN TOUR

This tour will introduce you to the best places in the Old Town surrounded by
ancient walls! The tour itself includes transportation to the Old Town from
GruC port and walking tour through the narrow streets whilst being led by a
professional guide who will tell you something about town’s history, culture
and its attractions.

You will walk down the main Dubrovnik Street called Stracun that used to be

the centre of all major events in Dubrovnik. You will also visit other monumental
buildings, squares, palaces and Franciscan monastery with one of the oldest
pharmacies in Europe, Rector’s palace, Onofrio fountain. Fountain is a centuries-
old source of fresh drinking water in Dubrovnik, where you can freshen up even
today. Stories and legends about St. Blaise church, Dubrovnik's patron saint, the
Cathedral, the Rector's Palace, Palace Sponza and Orlando’s column will give you
a good insight into rich history of this town.

Moreover, you will have the opportunity to explore calm and beauty of the town’s
harbour, a place where they used to build, repair and hide famous ships of the
former Dubrovnik Republic. Our guide will surely provide you with information on
how to explore all the hidden secrets of Dubrovnik and the life of its inhabitants.

1. CETINA RIVER BOAT TRIP TO RADMAN MILLS WITH A SNACK. OMIS

The mouth of Cetina river opens into the sea at Omi, a fantastic town
location. With its 200 km Cetina is the longest river in Dalmatia that comes
out of 5 strong wells at 380 m above the sea level, under two mountains
Dinara and Gnjat. Cetina river hoat excursion will take place in Omi§ 6 km up
the river to the picnic and restaurant area of Radman mills.

During centuries Cetina Canyon was used as a perfect hidding spot for Omis
pirates. Being one of the strongest Dalmatian river, in 1848 mills for wheat
and fine grained flour were opened to the public. Nowdays, Radman mills is

a restaurant and a picnic place where in the shadow of tall trees and peaceful
atmosphere of mill wheels, one can find the rustic spirit of past times. After 45
minutes of long river ride, your host will welcome you with a glass of excellent

local wine and mineral water accompanied by tasteful bites of Dalmatian smoked
ham, local cheese and homemade bread. EnLoy the food, nature and a boat ride
around impressive Cetina Canyon surronded by mountains.

2. EXCURSION AND WINE TASTING IN JAKO VINO CELLARS.
BOL, BRAE ISLAND

Excursion to Jako vino winery includes guided tour of the cellar, after which
you will be offered to taste three autochthon sorts of wines along with variety
of canapé hites made of olives, anchovies, cheese. Jako vino is a modern
winery that has opened its doors to all interested in learning about history
and tradition of wine production.

Cellar of today’s Jako vino winery was built 1903. First golden prize for the wine
from this cellar was received in 1909 at the International wine exposition in
Paris. Jako vino winery takes over one hundred year old tradition In 2009 and
produces three sorts of wine: white excellent wine Posip, red quality wine Sv. Vid
and quality wine Opol, Dalmatian rose. In the cellar a wine producer will tell you
a story about wine production including the story about Croatian grape varieties.
Enjoy the taste and smell of extraordinary wines of Jako vino winery.

3. OLIVE OIL TASTING AND SNACK IN ZLOKIE OLIVE OIL
FACTORY. VELA LUKA, KOREULA ISLAND

This tour includes a visit to a small olive oil factory, a tour of the museum
and tasting of the island's homemade products. Olive oil production today
represents the foundation of the island‘s agriculture. Its quality and quantity
comprise a significant share of il production in Croatia.

On this trip you will have a unique opportunity to visit a small private olive oil
factory and learn firsthand about the processing and production of this golden
liquid. Moreover, you will learn how to pick olives, which presses to use In the
processing, and you will be told about the difference between virgin and extra
virgin olive oil. Furthermore, you will visit the ethnographic collection of olive
growing and oil production and you will leamn how the oil was used, and which
techniques and equipment are used today. However, not only will you leam about
the cultivation and picking olives, you will also be introduced to the history of
olive growing in this Mediterranean area. Once you satisfy your curiosity and learn
everything you would like to know about the olives, the next thing you just have
to do is taste the delicious local products: olive oil, olives, local cheese, anchovies,
homemace bread, almonds, and walnuts. Bon appéit!




4. FOLK MUSEUM AND BARILO ETHNO HOUSE, TASTING OF
LOCAL LIQUORS AND SWEETS. BLATO, KOREULA ISLAND

In Blato, one of the oldest settlements on the island, you will visit the only
folk museum run by a local family. The museum is based on heritage of local
family Marinoviz Barilo and run by its predecessors Dita and Velimir Skrablin,
who live within the premises. They treasure collection of variety of artifacts
and objects from peasant life of Blato village and the surrounding areas.

Barillo folk museum covers about 250 m2 and has about 3000 artifacts and
objects to display. The tour will last around an hour and it will include a visit to
outdoor and indoor display of objects typical for islander’s life. Your host will try
to show you the life and customs of our ancestors. Within Barilo ethno house

you will enjoy characteristic and pleasant atmosphere fulfilled by tasting local
products made by your friendly host treasuring old recipes. You will be offered
with welcome local liguor, figs, walnuts and homemade arancini — the candid sour
and sweet orange peel sweets.
